The Easily Influenced King

e Jehoram, king of Judah, was wicked. He killed all his brothers. He had Ahab’s daughter, Athaliah, to wife.
2 Chron 21:4-6

Jehoram died and his youngest son, Ahaziah, was made king. 2 Chron. 22:1

Ahaziah died. 2 Chron. 22:7-9

Athaliah killed all the seed royal (her grandsons, Ahaziah’s sons). 2 Chron. 22:10

Jehoram’s daughter, Jehoshabeath (Ahaziah’s sister), was the wife of Jehoiada the priest. She stole baby
Joash, the son of Ahaziah, and his nurse, and hid them in the temple. 2 Chron. 22:11,12

Jehoiada made Joash king. 2 Chron. 23:1-11

Athaliah dies. 2 Chron. 23:12-21

Joash repairs the temple. 2 Chron. 24:1-14

Joash influenced by wicked men. 2 Chron. 24:17-20
